VOA HS HAS MOVED! 

HYBRID SCHEDULE CONTINUES  
VOA High School will continue with a Hybrid Schedule for the upcom-

ing school year, but with a slight change. We know many students 
make progress more quickly when they are in-person, at school, so in-
stead of two virtual days, Friday will be the only virtual day and in ad-
ditions, it will now be a FULL day for students. Students will complete 
their Friday assignments asynchronously (on their own time schedule), 
however students must be engaged with school assignments and attend-

ance will be recorded. Look for future updates from the school about 
how students will be marked present for Friday classes. VOA High 
School will be open to students for all 5 days of the week. Students 

may come to school on virtual days if they choose and have access to 
all teachers and support staff. We offer free breakfast and lunch to    

students every day school is in session.
