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- Quarter 3 Project Based Learning (PBL) at VOA High School

VOA High School made a programming switch to Project Based Learning
several years ago as a way to provide relevant, hands-on learning experi-
ences for students. This means teachers plan each quarter thinking about
what topics are important to our current student body, how we can offer
choices to students so they can show what they know and what they
have learned in a way that is meaningful to them, and how to incorpo-
rate a career or college exploration component into students’ experienc-
es. This may mean a professional from the community comes in to offer
expertise on the topics students are learning about or a specific trade or
skill is explored and tied to future career pursuits. From using chemistry
to make personal care products to using math to create and price a ca-
tering menu, VOA students are engaged in real world learning every day.
Currently students are creating projects for the following PBL topics:
Labor Movements Then and Now: US History, English and Art

The US History, English and Art content PBL class will be studying labor
rights and the history of labor movements. Students will

examine historical labor struggles in the US and how those struggles
earned us some of the labor rights we have today as workers.

Projects include creative writing with perspectives from the sides of
managers and workers, creating labor songs and art and

understanding how they were used through these movements.

Walk this Way: Algebra

This quarter in Algebra, students are exploring math through maps. Be-
ginning by creating a map of our school, students are familiarizing them-
selves with directions, legends, and scale. This class moves beyond the
four walls of our classroom, we will be investigating speed on hikes, ele-
vation on the light rail, and velocity at the Loppet during a ski field trip.
Patterns and Designs: Geometry

This quarter in Geometry, students are exploring sequences and patterns
through geometric designs. Beginning by making hexagons using a com-
pass and ruler and creating a class mosaic with each tile representing a
different student in the class. This class remains hands-on, as students
learn how to create complex Islamic Geometric designs using tabric
which will then be sewn together to form a quilt.
