Title | is a federal program that provides money to schools and districts to help us make sure all children have equal
access to high-quality education, and to meet our state’s educational standards. Title | status is based on the number of
students in our school from low income families. Our school is a schoolwide Title | program, which means all our
students are able to benefit from the services we provide with our Title | funding.

We are required to use Title | funding to improve the educational achievement of all students and engage our families in
that process. School staff members work, with input from parents and the community, to develop a School
Improvement Plan. The purpose of this plan is to improve our school’s entire educational program.

WHAT ARE YOUR RIGHTS AS A FAMILY MEMBER IN A TITLE | SCHOOL?

We look forward to your involvement in school activities and your child’s education. You will receive information
throughout the school year to keep you informed about your child’s educational progress and the progress the school is
making toward helping all children meet high educational standards. You will receive invitations to discuss and give input
on our School Improvement Plan and family engagement activities. You can find our School Improvement Plan and our
Family Involvement Plan on our website.
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AT A TITLE | SCHOOL, YOU HAVE THE RIGHT TO:
e Request information about the qualifications of your child’s teacher(s) or paraprofessional(s)
e Know how your child’s school is rated on its state test scores
e Know any rules for student participation in mandated assessments
e Expect regular communication with your school in your chosen language
e Work with other families and staff to develop a compact between our school and our families
e Help plan how money for family involvement should be spent
e Work with teachers, other families, and the school principal to develop a family involvement plan
e Ask for a meeting with your school principal or your child’s teacher at any time
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Requesting information about qualifications of a teacher/paraprofessional:
Our staff are committed to helping your child develop the social, educational, and critical thinking he or she needs to
succeed in school and beyond. Our commitment includes making sure that all of our teachers and paraprofessionals are
extremely skilled. You have the right to request information about the professional qualifications of your child’s
teacher(s) or paraprofessional(s). Please send requests to staffing@mpls.k12.mn.us. A paraprofessional provides
academic or other support for students under the direct supervision of a teacher. If you request this information, the
district or school will provide you with the following information:
e If the teacher has met State certification and licensing requirements for the grade levels and subjects for which
the teacher provides instruction
e [f State certification and licensing requirements have been waived (is not being required at this time) for the
teacher, under emergency or other temporary status
e |If the teacher is teaching in the field for which they are certified or licensed
e |If the teacher has met State-approved or State-recognized certification, licensing, registration, or other
comparable requirements. These requirements apply to the professional discipline in which the teacher is
working and may include providing English language instruction to English learners, special education or related
services to students with disabilities, or both
e If your child is receiving Title | or Special Education services from paraprofessionals, his or her qualifications.

WHY DO WE TEST STUDENTS?

We test (also called assess) students to answer key questions such as:
e Are students learning what we intend for them to be learning?
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e Are all students improving and being appropriately challenged?

We will not increase student learning by just testing students. The impact of testing students comes in how our teachers
use student test results (also called data). Test data is used as part of a reflection about our systems and practices at the
classroom level, school level, and district level.

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¢/ WHAT ARE THE DIFFERENT TYPES OF TESTS WE USE AT MINNEAPOLIS PUBLIC SCHOOLS? b

1. State accountability assessments are used with all students to determine if
students are meeting grade level standards and to monitor systems at a school, district, state, and
federal level.

2. Universal Screeners are used with all students to determine which students are on track for
their grade level and making growth. It can also be used to monitor strategies at a school
and district level.

3. Summative Classroom Assessments are used with all students to determine if students
mastered the skill, learning target, and/or standard that the teacher was targeting. (For example, in
class tests, end of chapter tests, etc.)

4. Diagnostic Assessments are used with some students who are low performing and students who
are not showing growth to identify which particular skills those students need support with.

5. Progress Monitoring Assessments are used with some students who are receiving targeted
interventions on a regular (weekly, bi-weekly, or monthly) basis to determine if the student is
making enough progress as the result of a skill-based intervention. (For example, help with reading.)

6. Formative Classroom Assessments are used with all students on a daily basis to reflect on
immediate effectiveness of current instruction and determine if students are meeting daily

\ learning targets.

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WHICH TESTS ARE REQUIRED BY THE STATE AND DISTRICT?

State required tests: Minnesota Comprehensive Assessment (MCA) or Minnesota Test of Academic Skills (MTAS) (3-8,
High School), ACCESS or Alternate ACCESS (for English Learners only), and ACT for All (Grade 10).

District required tests: FAST for K-9, Common Language Assessments for English Learners, Istation for K-5 dual language
school students, and the CogAT assessment for all students in Grade 2 and students referred in Grades K, 1, 3, and 4.

CAN WE SAY ‘NO’ TO TESTING?

Families have the right to decline student participation in state and district testing. Families need to request an Opt Out
form from their school, fill it out saying which state or district test they do not want their student to take, and return it
to school. Forms must be filled out yearly. For more information on saying “no” to testing, please see page 9 for
guidance provided by the Minnesota Department of Education.

This information will help parents/fguardians make informed decisions that benefit their children, schools, and commurities.

Why statewide testing?

Minnesota values its educational system and the professionalism of its educators. Minnesota educators created the academic
standards which are rigorous and prepare cur students for career and college.

The statewide assessments are how we a5 a state measure that curriculum and daily instruction in our schools are being aligned to
the academics standards, ensuring all students are being provided an equitable education. Statewide assessment results are just one
tool to monitar that we are providing our students with the education that will ensure a strang workforce and knowiedgeable
citizens.

Why does participation matter?

A statewide assessment is just one measure of your student’s achievernent, but your student’s participation is important ta
understand how effectively the education at your student's school is aligned to the scademic standards.

s In Minnesota's implementation of the federal Every Student Succeeds Act, a student not participating ir the statewide
assessments will ot receive an individual score and for the purpose of school and district accountability calculations,
including opportunities for support and recognition, will not be considered “proficient.”

e Students who receive a collepe-ready score on the high sehoal MCA are not required to take a remedial, noneredit course
at & Minnesota State college or university in the corresponding subject area, potentially saving the student time and
money.

e Educatars and policy makers use information fram assessments to make decisions abaut resaurces and support provided.

e Parents and the general pubilic use assessment information to compare schools and make decisions about where to
purchase a home or to earoll their children.

e School performance results that are publicly released and wsed by families and communities, are negatively impacted if
students do not participate in assessrents.

Academic Standards and Assessments
What are academic standards?

The Minnesata 12 Arademic Standards are the statewide expectations for student scademic achievement. They identify the
knewledge and skills that all students must achieve in a content area and are organized by grade Jevel.

Are there limits on local testing?

As stated in Minnesota Statutes, section 1208.301, for
students in grades 1-5, the cumulative total amount of time
spent taking locally adopted districtwide or schoolwide
assessments must not exceed 10 hours per schaol year. For
students in grades 7-12, the curmulative total amount of time
spent taking locally adopted districtwide or schoolwide
assessments must not exceed 11 hours per school year. These
lirmits do not include statewide testing.

In an effort to encourage transparency, the statute also
requires a district or charter school, before the first day of
pach school year, 1o pubilish on its website a comprehensive
calendar of standardized tests to be administerad in the

district or charter school during that school year. The calendar

must proside the rationale for administering each assessment
and indicate whether the assessment s a local option or
required by state or federal law.

What if | choose not to have my student participate?

Parents/guardians have a right to not have their student
participate in state-required standardizced assessments.
Minnesota Statutes reguire the department to pravide
information about statewide assessments to parents/
guardians and include a form to complete if they refuse 1o
v their student participate, This form follows on the next
page and includes an area to note the reason for the refusal
to participate, Your student's district may require additional
information.

A sehool or district may have additional consequences beyond
those mentioned in this docurment for a student not
participating in the state-required standardized assessments.
There may also be consegquences for not participating in
assessments sefected and administered at the local level.

When do students take the assessments?

Each schoaol sets their testing schedule within the
state testing window. Contact your student’s
school for information on specific testing days.

When do | receive my student’s results?

Each surmmer, individual student reports are sent
to school districts and are provided to families na
later than fall conferences. The reports can be
used to see your child's progress and help guide
future instruction.

How much time is spent on testing?

Statewide assessments are taken one time each
year; the majority of students test anline. On
average, the amount of time spent taking
statewide assessments is less than 1 percent of
instructional time in a school year. The
assessments are not timed and students can
continue working as long as they need.

Why does it seem like my student is taking
more tests?

The statewlde required tests are limited to those
outlined n this document. Many districts make
local decisions to administer additional tests that
the state does not reguire. Contact your district
for more information.

Estos limites no incluyen
evaluaciones a nivel estatal.
